SHUT THE BOX

Dice Game Instructions

Number of players: 1 or more
Equipment: 2 dice, 1 score sheet per player. Optional: 12 counters per player
How to win: Be the first player to cover all the boxes on your score sheet.

Length of Game: Varies with number of players, but about 15 minutes for 2 players.

Instructions

1. Download a free score sheet from www.all-about-dice.com or each player must
draw 12 boxes on a piece of paper and write the numbers 1-12 in each box (one

number per box).

2. 1" player rolls the 2 dice and adds their total value. Example:
a. Player rolls 4 and 3 for a total of 7.
b. Box “7” or boxes “1 and 6” or “4 and 3” or “2 and 5” may be covered.
c. Boxes can be covered using a “counter” (like a poker chip) or by simply

marking the box or drawing a line through it.

3. 1% player continues to roll until he/she cannot cover any more boxes

4. After numbers 7-12 are covered, player either rolls only 1 die or throws 2 dice and

subtracts the 2 numbers.
